Moving on to safety issues, thank you to all who are striving to drive carefully around our school at arrival and  

dismissal.  We appreciate your efforts to follow the speed limit and to obey the traffic signs and laws.  Thank you also 

to the parents and guardians who are doing everything they can to help their children cross the streets safely every day.  

Finally, we are also thankful for the support of our districtôs Risk Management Team and the Northglenn Police  

Department.  The closing of our crossing guard program, while not necessarily positive, has been smooth thanks to the 

efforts of all these entities. 

 

Health issues are still at the forefront of our minds this fall.  We are cleaning, disinfecting and sanitizing constantly in 

our battle against germs of all kinds.  I would like to especially thank our head custodian, Mr. Robert Buster, for all of 

his efforts in this area.  He has continually gone above and beyond what is expected to ensure that all of our children are 

in a clean environment and that we can all feel proud of our beautiful school.  As of this writing, we are continuing to 

track flu symptoms daily for both students and staff and reporting that information to the district.  That tracking, which 

of course relies on the accuracy and completeness of information shared with us by parents, has never revealed more 

than 1% of our total population to be impacted by flu symptoms at any time.
