Dear Wildcat Parents, Students and Friends, 

 

Happy autumn to you and your family!  A chill has just settled into the air.  The leaves are starting to fall and our cubs 

are starting to come down with all those typical back to school illnesses for this time of the year.  We are doing  

everything we can to combat the germs in our presence and we ask that you help us too by encouraging your child to 

wash his or her hands frequently.  It is also necessary as the H1N1 flu remains in our midst to keep your children home 

for 24 hours after their fever has subsided without the use of fever reducing medication.  This is an excellent practice 

even when there isn’t concern for a specific illness such as H1N1! 

 

And speaking of practice, Westview will be practicing a lockdown drill in early October.  We are now legislated to 

conduct this practice drill with the assistance of local law enforcement so that our students become used to more 

authentic lockdown procedures.  In no way are we intending to scare your children with this drill.  Actually, we are 

intending to inform them so that they are less likely to panic in a true emergency situation.  The law enforcement 

officers will move throughout the school opening classroom doors and letting staff and students know that they may 

return to their regular classroom activities at the end of the drill.  That is the biggest change to the process.  However, 

another addition to our lockdown practice this year is the intruder alert notification system.  This means that people 

inside and outside our building will hear an automated voice repeatedly announcing that there is an intruder alert taking 

place.  That should cause people coming up to the building to stay back and also to understand why the doors may be 

locked.  It also informs anyone inside the building to get into their lockdown positions. 

 

October also brings Red Ribbon Week to schools with an emphasis on reminding students to say no to drugs.  This year 

we will include some brief announcements in the morning related to resisting drugs and staying healthy.  We also have 

applied to have a National Guard helicopter land on our grounds as our final celebration of Red Ribbon Week.  The 

helicopter brings soldiers and possibly well known community figures to our school to share an inspiring message of 

drug resistance.  It has been many, many years since this event occurred at Westview and we are excited about being 

invited to apply to bring it back for our students! 

 

The rejuvenation of our PBS system and inclusion of the PEACE for kids curriculum in our school has been very 

positive!  The atmosphere of the school is wonderfully calm and pleasant so that learning can be our first focus.   

Hopefully, you reviewed your student’s IPAWS packet containing all of our behavioral expectations when they brought 

it home recently and hopefully your student has been earning ICaughts for showing integrity at school.  Our next  

exciting step was the grand opening of our IPAWS store where students shop for fun prizes with the ICaughts they have 

earned!  They can purchase anything from pencils, notebooks and hacky sacks to books and free homework passes at 

the store.  Many, many thanks go out to Linda Fernandez, mother to our own Mrs. Salazar, for volunteering her time to 

run the store. 

 

Westivew teachers are spending their early release time this year busier than ever!  They have attended PEACE 

trainings, trainings with the district science team and trainings related to the teaching learning cycle promoted by the 

district.  If you are interested in learning more about these initiatives and other school improvement efforts, please plan 

to attend our Accreditation Review Meeting on October 29th at 6:30 in our library where we will be sharing the contents 

of our Accountability Workbook with District School Improvement Team Representatives.

Kindergarten

1st Grade 

First grade will study the great barrier reef and especially the variety of plant life.  Students will draw plant life 

that describes certain members of their family. “ My Coral Family in the Great Barrier Reef - Family Portrait”

2nd Grade  

Art Students will write, drawing and Illustrate an animal from Australia in a Mixed Media Painting

3rd Grade 

Third grade will study Papunya Dot Painting of the Aboriginal people of Australia.  they will choose an inverte-

brate from the "Great Barrier Reef" to illustrate in mixed media. 

 

4th Grade 

Students will study the colors and patterns of clothing from the Tahitian Islands through Gauguin’s eyes.  Then 

they will design and construct a fabric sample of their own and apply this to a TIKI.  Gauguin/Tahitian Cloth De-

sign and TIKI   Lit:On an Island with Gauguin  

 

5th Grade 

5th grade will start their year studying self portraiture and Maori face tattoos. They will superimpose an Maori
